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Note:
Excess fill from Low Water Crossing excavation shall be placed in the Fill Disposal Areas. Fill placement

shall begin in Fill Disposal Area 1, then procede in numerical order through Fill Disposal Area 5, if
necessary. Fill shall be placed within the Disposal Area Footprint approximately 3 to 4 feet high with 3:1

or flatter sidelopes.
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
