TIGHT SO THAT MOISTURE CANNOT ENTER BETWEEN PLIES OF MATERIAL. ROUND OR CHAMFER ALL SHARP EDGES AND CORNERS.

3. PLACE A 3" CHAMFER ON THE OUTSIDE EXPOSED EDGES OF CONCRETE WALL..

4. TOLERANCES ON THE CENTER--TO-CENTER DIMENSIONS BETWEEN POSTS SHALL BE #75".
